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ªBinocular fusionº is the enhanced, 
in-depth vision that results when both 
eyes work in tandem properly. This 
capability blends the eye muscles' 
mechanical ability to work together and 
the brain's ability to convert  visual 
messages from both eyes into a single 
coherent image. However, as eye 
muscles tend to weaken with age, they 
may lose their ability to maintain good 
motor fusion. The most common fusion 
problem is associated with the age-
related condition called ªpresbyopia,º 
which makes reading glasses 
necessary. As the ability of the eyes to 
focus on near objects 
(accommodation) deteriorates, along 
with the ability to focus both eyes 
together on the page (convergence), 
reading becomes very difficult. 
Fortunately, both problems may be 
helped with eyeglasses.

P.S. It is the blended image that 
emerges from two slightly different 
projections of the world from each eye 
on the two retinas that enables us to 
perceive depth.
