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Believe In Yourself by Stella Montano, Director of Family Caregiver Services 
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 When faced with a 

dramatic change in life it is 

important to decide how to 

approach the new chal-

lenges we will encounter.  

 Whether you 

become a caregiver 

u n e x pe c t e d l y ,  o r 

gradually, you can 

fall prey to negativity 

and despair. Or you can take a more posi-

tive, proactive view of your circumstances.  

 Our attitude can very much impact 

our actions. Adopting a positive attitude will 

help keep a balance in our roles as caregiv-

ers.  

  Recognizing our strengths and weak-

nesses gives us the ability to realistically set 

boundaries.  This will give us the confidence to 

know when to say ―No‖ and when to ask for help.   

 For instance, if you are a small woman car-

ing for a heavy person - or you are the designated 

person balancing all the medical appointments for 

your loved one - you may find these factors can 

have an impact on your caregiving.  

 Be proactive: look ahead and plan for the 

unexpected.  Proactive people look ahead and 

plan to the extent that they can.  When thrust into 

the role of family caregiver you need to take a pro-

active rather than reactive approach to situations 

that may arise.   

 Proactive caregiving could include things like 

making sure the legal paperwork necessary for 

making medical decisions is in place and knowing 

what type of support team you have to sup-

port you in your caregiving role.  

 As a family caregiver it is crucial that 

you are armed with the best information you 

can gather.  You wonder where to start.  

Finding out as much as you can about your 

loved one‘s condition is very important.  

This will be very helpful as you navigate 

through the health care system.  You can 

use the internet but you also need a good 

understanding of the rules and practices at 

doctors‘ offices, the hospital you use and other pa-

tient care environments which you regularly interact 

with.   

 Being aware of resources in the community 

will also assist you in making decisions about care-

giving.  The Senior Center‘s Family Caregiver Pro-

gram is a great place to get some of your questions 

answered and also receive support for you and your 

loved one.  Our programs include support with res-

pite for yourself (providing you that necessary 

break) either in your home or here at our Day Break 

Program.

Carolyn Benepe, MS, RD, is the  

Community Nutrition Director 

at the Senior Center 

Recycling Tips: Did You Know? 

Eating by the Guidelines 
 Seems I‘m not the only one 

overwhelmed by work these days.  

The 2010 Dietary Guidelines for 

Americans didn‘t even get released 

until 2011.  Yet even with all that 

anticipation (if you run in nerdy nu-

trition circles like me) I‘ve got to 

say that we‘re already setting a 

great example of ―eating by the 

guidelines‖ in the Senior Center 

Meals Program.  Nonetheless, as a 

nutrition educator, I feel obligated 

to highlight some points that 

caught my eye.   

Interestingly, the Dietary Guide-

lines Advisory Group considers the 

obesity epidemic to be the greatest 

threat to public health in this cen-

tury and the two major themes of 

the 2010 Guidelines were: 

 

 Balance calories to manage 

body weight 

 Focus on nutrient dense 

foods and beverages. 

 

Since these guidelines are made 

with the future in mind, and many of 

us have family and friends in 

younger generations, I was encour-

aged to read the relatively strong 

language regard ing  ch i ldren.  

―Primary prevention of obesity must 

begin in childhood.  This is the sin-

gle most powerful public health ap-

proach to combating and reversing 

America‘s obesity epidemic over the 

long term.‖ They went on to suggest 

some overall changes that go to 

show how ―de-skilled‖ we have be-

come as a population and that it is 

necessary to reintroduce food 

preparation, and comprehensive 

health and physical education cur-

ricula into our schools.
